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4-H STORY GUIDELINES

     Your 4H Story is of special importance in you record book.  It should show depth, what you have learned in 4H, and what 4H has meant to you. Your 4H story should tell about your year in 4H. This is where you get to tell everything you can’t put on the Project Record Forms or PDR’s.  You can be as creative as you want!  Don’t just list your name, age, and projects.  Tell us about yourself, and EACH of your projects.  Your story should be written in black or blue ink, typewritten, or done on a computer.  Don’t worry about errors in spelling or grammar - you are not being graded!  The story is simply a way for the judges to get to know YOU a little better.

**If someone else types your story for you, have them make a note on there Perhaps below the title such as “written by Susie 4H, Typed by Susie’s Mom)
What to include in your 4H story:

· Tell about yourself - how old you are, your hobbies, clubs/activities you are in outside of 4H, what school you go to, what grade you are in, any sports you participate in, scholastic achievements, anything else you’d like to tell about yourself.  Don’t make this section too long, but it helps to show more clearly what kind of person you are.  Show how 4H has helped you in these activities.

· Tell something about each project you are in - do not repeat what is on the project reports.  Tell how your project helped you at home or in other activities.  Tell about any special awards or achievements. Stories of things that have happened to you in your project are great.  Ex: “My lamb always likes to lay down and play dead when I try to take her for a walk.  It is very frustrating but I have learned that if I carry a little hay she will follow easier.”

· What have you learned in 4H this year?  If nothing, what would you have liked to have learned?

· What were some of your experiences (Good, bad or funny) in 4H this year?

· Leadership - What have you done to help your club, district or county become better?

· What did you like best about 4H this year?

· BE CREATIVE!  Let your unique personality shine through!
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
