Teen Leadership Program

The Teen Leadership Program for Santa Barbara County 4-H clubs is designed for members in the 10th grade and above, to continue developing leadership skills.  This is accomplished by allowing the Teen Leader to act as the Project Leader.  Thereby planning, setting up, and conducting the project meetings under the guidance of the adult Project Leader.  As a Teen Leader the member is responsible for the project.

INSTRUCTIONS:  The Teen Leader applicant must first sign-up for the project that he/she wishes to be a Teen Leader for.  The Project Leader must give approval before a member can be a Teen Leader.

After getting approval from the Project Leader, complete page 1 of the Teen Leadership Program Plan and Report.  Both the Teen Leader and the Project Leader must sign at the bottom of the first page.  A copy MUST be given to the Community Leader and the County 4-H Office before a member is considered enrolled in the Teen Leadership Program.
Next, complete page 2 of the Teen Leadership Program Plan and Report and get concurrence from your Project Leader.  This is your plan for the year.

Page 3 is for you to plan any special events or activities, other than project meetings, for the members.

If you have a Junior Leader, the Junior Leader will complete Page 4.  If you do not have a Junior Leader, you as a Teen Leader must complete Page 3.  NOTE:  Page 4A is included if you should need another attendance page.  If you do not need the extra page 4A, please remove it.  If you do have a Junior Leader, you must out page 5, describing how you will utilize your Junior Leader.

Page 6 and 7 is for you, as a Teen Leader, to summarize your year as a Teen Leader.  When you have completed the project, the entire Teen Leader - Plan and Report must be included in your recordbook to receive credit.

Page 8 is a supplemental page.  This is for any other comments that do not fit on any other page.  This page is optional.
